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Crayon Melt Autumn Trees

• Choose a tree print.  
• Run it off on white construction 
paper or card stock.  
• Children write their name on the 
bottom. 
• Set this up as a center.  
• Students are called to the table 
and shave red, orange, yellow, brown 
and green (peeled) crayons with a 
crayon sharpener.  (Great fine motor 
skill practice!)
• They pinch a few shavings from 
each color-pile and sprinkle them on 
their tree branches.
• Teacher/helper gently puts a sheet 
of wax paper over their tree and 
presses a warm iron onto the paper.
• Colors will run together to create 
more shades.
• Carefully peel the wax paper off. 
• My kiddo’s always oohed and ahhed 
over their beautiful autumn tree. 
• For extra pop, mount on black 
construction paper.  
• These make a lovely bulletin board 
or hallway display. 
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Run off on a variety of fall-colors of construction paper.  Give students strips of each color so that they can 
write their own letters on the squares, trim and then glue the “leaf letters” to their tree.  !!
