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This is a fun lesson that helps reinforce parts of speech: nouns, 
verbs and adjectives.  
 
It would be a good idea to review what a noun, verb and adjective 
are by asking students to define the words and give an example. 
 
Students can work independently or with a partner.  
 
Children roll the die for each blank space to see what number they 
get.  
 
Students write in the matching numbered word from the list.  
 
Remind them to choose from the appropriate list.  
 
You can either run the list off, or show via an overhead.  
 
When students have finished filling in the blanks, they illustrate 
their story by drawing a picture of what they turned into, as well 
as what they are.  
 
After students complete their fractured tale, they read it to 
someone or exchange with their partner for them to read.
